This is why the rich 
who own and control the mass AND 
alternative media censor all expressions of 
support for the button’s message; it’s to make 
people feel hopeless and think that resistance 
is futile. This is how the rich remain in power. 
 
We produced these buttons to make it easy for 
people to discover that they are NOT alone in 
wanting to remove the rich from power to 
have real not fake democracy with no rich and 
no poor. We hope you’ll carry extra buttons 
with you and give them to people who want to 

wear them so they too can discover the truth 
about what most people REALLY want.
